CHECKLIST OF BIRDS OF THE SACKVILLE
WATERFOWL PARK

One hundred and seventy six species of birds have been
reported within the 22 hectares (55 acres) of this park
and along its perimeter, of which 31 have been confirmed
breeding to date. While waterfowl, marsh birds, and
shorebirds are prevalent in this wetland, excellent
songbird habitat exists along the paths leading from the
three main entrances: behind the Canadian Wildlife
Service building, across from the Sackville Information
Center, and across from the Mount Allison University
swan pond. This species list follows the order and
nomenclature of the American Ornithologists Union
(A.0.U.) Checklist of North American Birds, seventh
edition, 1998.

Breeding Code

B = Species Confirmed Breeding - by observing
nests with young or recently hatched young, within or
around the perimeter of the park.

Status and Abundance Codes

VC = Very Common - at least several should be seen
daily, present in large numbers.

C = Common - likely to be seen daily, present in
lower numbers, but found throughout the park in
suitable habitat.

FC = Fairly Common - not expected daily, but seen or
heard often with repeated visits, due to low numbers.
Found throughout the park in suitable habitat.

U = Uncommon - occurs annually, but is easily missed
during any one day’s birding in suitable habitat in peak
season. Found in low numbers and usually difficult to
detect.

R = Rare - has occurred several times, though not
expected annually, even in peak season.

VR = Very Rare - only one record as of publication
date.

Note: As many of these species are seasonal (migrants),
the abundance code may refer to a short period of time
(i.e. days, weeks) during that particular season.

Seasons (approximate dates)
Sp = Spring (March 15 - May 31)
Su = Summer (June 1 - August 15)
F =Fall (August 16 - November 15)
W = Winter (November 16 - March 14)
