The Steering Committee Terms of Reference was approved by the Committee.  Its role will be to provide direction to the Planning Commission throughout the process and provide recommendations for action based on interests represented.
The workplan has been drafted and includes the following components:
1. Community-wide survey to determine understanding of sustainability (this will be distributed in November to all Sackville residents)

2. Data gathering – establishing baselines of a range of sustainability issues including energy, waste, water, infrastructure and transportation, contaminated lands, natural resources, housing, people, local economy, food security, and recreation.

3. Information sessions – for broad community, as well as targeted to various groups and organizations

4. Community consultation – developing the vision and actions to move towards sustainability.

Media exposure – the first in a series of articles appeared in the Tribune Nov. 4th.  More will follow as the process unfolds.
