REPORT OF THE TOWN OF SACKVILLE HERITAGE BOARD FOR 2011
2011 was a busy and a successful year for the Town of Sackville Heritage Board.  In December 2010 Town Council adopted a Municipal Heritage Conservation Area By-law and designated two Municipal Heritage Conservation Areas within Sackville.  The Heritage Board is charged with administering the new By-law – a learning process for all concerned.  The Board was also active in other areas of its mandate including researching local heritage architecture and history, educating property owners on heritage conservation, and advising the Town Council on heritage matters.
Administration of the Municipal Heritage Conservation Area By-law
During 2011 twelve Municipal Heritage Permits were issued for repairs or alterations to the exterior of buildings within the two Conservation Areas.  Two cases involved additions to properties. For details see Appendix A.  Whenever possible, discussions were held with the owner or building contractor, and in every case terms and conditions were arrived at satisfactory to both parties.  Several applications were received at short notice and since the By-law was in the first year of operation the Board went out of its way to accommodate applicants as far as reasonably possible.  

Enquiries were received and discussions were held with a number of other property  owners concerning the operation of the By-law and some of these may result in applications in 2012.

The Heritage Board co-operated with Renaissance Sackville in considering two properties within Area A which need exterior restoration work. Renaissance Sackville generously funded the cost of bringing in a consultant to advise on these properties, and also offered to make a grant towards the cost of restoration for both properties although only one of them lies within Renaissance’s downtown area of operation. To do this they agreed to increase the area they would consider for grants to businesses under the Downtown Beautification Program to include the two Municipal Heritage Conservation Areas.
A number of cases involved the painting of the exterior of buildings and the Heritage Board made a decision to adopt the Benjamin Moore “Historical Colour Collection” chart as the norm. This chart offers a range of 70 colours and property owners are asked either to use or to approximate as closely as possible one of these colours.  In all cases considered applicants were happy to comply.
In one case a heritage permit was issued and work commenced on a property which went well beyond what was specified on the application.  In addition no building permit had been obtained from the Planning Commission.  Therefore the owners were served with an order to cease work, and the heritage permit was rescinded.  After discussions with the owners on the part of the Heritage Board and the Planning Commission, and the specification of certain terms and conditions, a new application was received and a new heritage permit was issued.  
The year saw a growing co-operation between the Heritage Board and the Tantramar Planning District Commission, with Development Officer/Building Inspector Sterling Marsh assisting in the processing of applications and attending some meetings of the Heritage Board.
It is important that owners contemplating alterations or additions to their properties fill in an application form, consult with the Heritage Board and receive a Municipal Heritage Permit before ordering materials or commencing work.  Ideally applications should be dealt with at the regular meetings of the Heritage Board on the third Tuesday of each month.  In an effort to ensure that this is as widely known and understood as possible, in October 2011 the Heritage Board sent a letter and information package to all property owners within the two Conservation Areas; similar material was also sent to all local real estate agents and to all local building contractors.
Inventory of Heritage Properties

The Municipal Heritage Conservation Area By-law requires the Heritage Board to “maintain a register of buildings” and “maintain images and descriptions of the types of buildings and their character-defining elements” (By-law 3a, 3b).  The Board already has an inventory of heritage buildings in the Downtown Improvement Area compiled by Phyllis Stopps for the former Heritage Advisory Committee in 2002-2004, in addition to the almost 50 entries in the Sackville/ New Brunswick/ Canadian Registers of Historic Places compiled, also by Phyllis Stopps, in 2005 and 2006.  These overlap, but not entirely with the two new Conservation Areas.  Accordingly, in April and May 2011 the members of the Heritage Board undertook a survey of the Conservation Areas, inspecting each property individually and compiling a new, detailed, comprehensive inventory of each of the 74 properties.  Each entry in the inventory identifies the architectural style of the building and gives a listing of its “character-defining elements”. This information, complete with an Index and maps of the Areas is available on a CD.  For a sample page see Appendix B.
Researching Local Heritage Architecture and History

The Heritage Board’s mandate includes “continuing to research local history and architecture” and “providing advice to Town Council on heritage matters”.  In October 2011 Town Council received a request to rezone part of a property at 24 Lansdowne Street in order to allow the construction of a 12-unit apartment building on the site.  This would entail the demolition of the 105 year old DesBarres House. Although the property does not lie within either of the two Heritage Conservation Areas, in accordance with its mandate to advise Council on heritage matters the Board presented to Council detailed information on the history and architecture of the building (specially researched by Board member Phyllis Stopps), so that it might take this into consideration when deciding on the rezoning application.  
Heritage Conservation Workshop

In keeping with the Board’s mandate of “providing advice to property owners on conservation of heritage properties”, a very successful workshop entitled “Restoration and Insulation” was held on Saturday 29 October 2011 at the Sackville Visitor Information Centre.  Invitations were sent to all property owners within the two Conservation Areas and the event was also open to the public.  Some 25 people attended and heard Blane Smith and Eric Tusz-King of EnerGreen Builders Co-operative present ideas on how to restore older buildings while at the same time making them energy efficient.  The presenters also responded very ably to many “how to” questions regarding the restoration of heritage homes. Feedback from this event was very positive.
Sackville Township 250th Anniversary
The Heritage Board plans to make an important contribution to the celebrations of Sackville Township’s 250th Anniversary in July 2012.  This will take the form of a “Then and Now” exhibit of historical photos of the Town of Sackville (with explanatory descriptions), paired with contemporary photos taken from the same location.  Members of the public will be encouraged to participate by bringing in historical photos to be scanned and preserved as an archival record, and by sharing their memories of growing up in the town and surrounding area which will be recorded and preserved for anyone who wishes to use them for personal or research purposes.

The end of 2011 saw local historian Phyllis Stopps step down as a member of the Heritage Board after many years of service.  Special tribute was paid to her at the Town Council meeting of 12 December 2011 when Mayor Estabrooks thanked her especially for her tireless work in researching the Town’s heritage architecture and history.

In Conclusion

2011 was not the best of years for heritage conservation.  The loss of any important heritage building is always to be deplored. August saw the loss of the Standard Manufacturing Company General Store in Middle Sackville, one of the last reminders of a bygone era when Middle Sackville was the centre of manufacturing and trade; despite valiant efforts to save the building, over a number of years it had deteriorated in condition to the point where it partially collapsed in a storm.  The latter part of 2011 also saw the demolition by Mount Allison University, amid much protest and controversy, of the former Memorial Library to make way for a new Performing and Fine Arts building.  Neither of these buildings was within the Heritage Conservation Areas.
2012, which is being celebrated as the 250th Anniversary of Sackville Township, does not appear to offer much more promise.  It began with the approval by Council of a property rezoning which will enable the demolition of the DesBarres House, a heritage home with outstanding architectural and historical qualities, though also not within a Conservation Area.  Sackville United Church, which contributes so much to the character of the central downtown area, is for sale and its demolition appears to be a real possibility.  The building lies within Municipal Heritage Conservation Area A but the fact is that the powers of the Heritage Board in matters such as this are limited.
On the positive side, the Heritage Board can claim modest success in the first year of operation of the Heritage By-law.  The twelve permits issued all bear witness to property owners who wish to maintain or upgrade their buildings in keeping with their heritage character.  Particularly gratifying were the efforts of owners in two cases – the Powell Fairley House at 38 York Street (now the Cackling Goose Market), and the New Brunswick Telephone Company Building at 32 York Street (formerly the United Church Maritime Conference Office, now the head office of Atlantic Industries Ltd.) - not only to preserve these structures but to “restore” them closer to their original appearance.  Similarly it is well  to note that a heritage permit issued for the temporary removal of the porch at the Hammond-Black House, 82 York Street, is a prelude to the University’s commitment to restore this national historic building in accordance with the national Standards and Guidelines for the Conservation of Historic Places in Canada.
When the two Communities in Bloom judges visited Sackville in July 2011 and later issued their report, the Town received special mention for the passing of the Heritage By-law and the establishment of the two Municipal Heritage Conservation Areas.  “There is a widespread desire amongst the population,” they wrote, “for the need to conserve significant heritage sites, structures, buildings and landscapes.  Recently Sackville has accomplished a step further by passing a by-law to designate a municipal heritage conservation area.”   The judges had many positive comments to make about the town, saying Sackville was an inviting community that was on the right track with its heritage preservation efforts.
The Heritage Board looks forward to building on the experience gained in 2011 by advising and educating property owners in the two Conservation Areas to maintain and restore their properties in order to conserve the heritage character of the designated parts of the Town.
